YARTS buses are equipped to accept wheel chairs.

Please wait a minimum of 15 minutes beyond time shown on schedule. Times shown
indicate departures, but unexpected delays may occur.

SOD - Stop on Demand: Stops only when requested by a passenger, or when a
passenger is waiting at an official YARTS bus stop location.

YARTS provides convenient connections with Yosemite Park shuttles and tours in
Yosemite Valley, including the free shuttle which services each YARTS stop within
Yosemite Valley. There is also a free shuttle available in the Tuolumne Meadows area
that stops at many trailheads.

Round-trip tickets holders board first in Yosemite Valley, but should plan to be at
the bus stop at least 10-15 minutes prior to the departure time on the schedule.
